If you are the Home team write in all 5 players

names under home team, if you are the visiting team

write in all 5 players names under visiting team, add

the player’s skill level under skill, and add all 5 players

skill levels up and write it to the left of score per

round. After both teams have their lineups filled out

exchange paperwork and write your opponent’s

players onto your paperwork, then subtract the

smaller total team skill level from the larger team skill

level to get your handicap bonus then write it down

for all 5 rounds of play.

Note there is a 32 soft cap for team skill totals if

your team goes over the soft cap you have to give

your opponents 2 points for each number over the

32. you give one point for each point up until a team

goes over the soft cap.

The home team has players 1 thru 5 and the

visiting team has players 6 thru 10.

Under Home team scores the first box will have

1-6 in the top left corner and a B in the bottom

right-hand corner. the 1-6 is, player 1 is playing

player 6 and player one is breaking that’s what

the B in the box is for, if the B is in the visitor

box the visitor is breaking.

To score the game, the winner of the game gets 10 points

and the loser gets the total number of balls pocketed.

For example, if a player wins write a 10 in the box, and if

the losing player made 4 balls during the game they would

get a 4 written in their box.

After all 5 games are played in a round you add the total

number of all 5 games and write it in the box labeled score

per round, if there is any handicap bonus add that to the

score per round and write that in the total score box. the

team with the highest score wins 2 points for that round

and is written in the points per round box, if there is a tie

each team gets 1 point, and the teams with the lowest

score gets 0 points written in the points per score round.

Add all your totals after all games have been played.

You get one point added for bonus ball count in totals

team with higher ball count gets the 1 point

Add points per round total to bonus ball count to get total

points for the match

 HOW TO KEEP SCORE
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On the bottom right-hand corner is

where both captains sign after the match

has ended and all the numbers match on

both scoresheets.

Then you put the weekly dues and

scoresheet into the envelope, seal the

envelope, and put it in the dropbox.  If you

don’t know where the Dropbox is, ask

another captain or the inhouse league

operator.
